Respond to all mail from the IRS as soon as possible. #taxidtheft

Know the IRS won’t contact you by email, text, or social media. If the IRS needs info, it will contact you by mail. #taxidtheft

Beware of IRS imposters. Real IRS agents won’t threaten arrest, deportation or loss of a driver’s license. #taxidtheft
Research a tax preparer thoroughly before you hand over personal information. #taxidtheft

Check your credit report @ least once a yr 4 free @ annualcreditreport.com. Make sure no other accts are in your name #taxidtheft
